In some parodies of “Vozhe vilstu,”
however, the girl demands a klezmer (musician) for her groom!

This 1962 recording is by two participants in the folk revival
movement, Alan Mills and Raasche Rips. Alan Mills cowrote the
song “I Know an Old Lady Who Swallowed a Fly,” while Raasche was
renowned for her authentic interpretations of Jewish folk songs—
from recitals given at WWII military hospitals to hootenannies in
the coffeehouses of Greenwich Village. This track was produced

by Moses Asch, founder of Folkways Records and son of prominent
Yiddish writer Sholem Asch.
